This is the time of year, when we can reflect on all 
that has been achieved and look forward to all that is 
yet to be accomplished. 
 

2017 was an incredibly successful year for the 
Rockville Sister City Corporation!  Thanks to the hard 
work of RSCC’s Board of Directors and General 
Membership, the Rockville Sister City program 
moved forward on many initiatives and seminal 
events.  The City of Rockville and RSCC welcomed a 
delegation from our Friendship City, Jiaxing, China, 
in January.  We updated our membership process, 
which included a tiered corporate structure, resulting 
in increased contributions.  We created a scholarship 
fund for deserving high school students.  RSCC took 
part in the annual Volksmarch and in Hometown Hol-
idays festivities, such as the Memorial Day parade and 
volunteer beverage service, which raised substantial 
funds. 
 

In early June, a twenty-eight member delega-
tion comprised of RSCC members, including Rock-
ville Mayor, Bridget Donnell Newton, City Coun-
cilmembers Beryl Feinberg and Mark Pierzchala as 
well as City Clerk/Director of Council Operations, 
Kathleen Conway, visited Rockville’s Sister City, 
Pinneberg, Germany, when Pinneberg hosted 60th An-
niversary celebrations.  Upon our return, the Rockville 
Sister City Corporation held its annual Membership 
Appreciation event, where RSCC members met with 
the Rockville Mayor and City Council.  In July, 
RSCC was represented at the 61st Annual Sister City 
International Conference in Virginia Beach, VA.  
RSCC held another very successful Dim Sum fund-
raiser with over forty in attendance. 

 
RSCC’s Annual Meeting was very productive and 
several RSCC directors and members were recognized 
for their heroic efforts in planning Rockville’s 60th 
Anniversary Sister City celebrations. 
 

On October 2nd, the City of Rockville wel-
comed a Pinneberg Delegation at Rockville City Hall.  
Pinneberg Delegation excursions to the Philips Muse-
um, Renwick Gallery, Udvar-Hazy Space Center and 
a visit to Great Falls, Maryland, for a C&O Canal 
barge ride, capped off by a delicious dinner at Gordon 
Biersch, were a delight for all.  On October 5th, the 
Pinneberg Delegation visited Congressman Jamie 
Raskin’s Capitol Hill office, toured the U.S. Capitol 
and was then joined by the Pinneberg Indian Summer 
Tour at the home of Bridget and Fred Newton for 
the “Mayor’s Reception.”  On October 6th the day 
started with a guided tour of Rockville and concluded 
with two large-scale events; the Bench Dedication 
Ceremony at the F. Scott Fitzgerald Theatre and the 
Gala Reception at Rockville’s historic Glenview Man-
sion.  On October 7th, all sixty of our Pinneberg guests 
attended Rocktobierfest, a large public gathering that 
included music, German-themed cuisine and many 
varieties of locally crafted beer, which was followed 
by a Farewell Party hosted by the Rockville Volunteer 
Fire Department. 
 

Moving forward, in 2018 amongst other initia-
tives, RSCC will help to facilitate a Rockville–
Pinneberg student exchange as well as a Rockville–
Jiaxing student exchange.  The Rockville Sister City 
Corporation will also explore the possibility of new 
Sister City relationships and our policies and proce-
dures that can make those relationships a reality.

Ac-

companied with letters of recommendation from the 

town committee in Rockville, they paid a visit to 

Pinneberg recently.  

They are the art stu-

dent Gary Funk-

houser (19) as well as 

the brothers Wilfred 

(16) and Arthur 

Streeter (19). 
 

On Tuesday afternoon 

the three young men, 

who were ready to 

take a break, suddenly stood at the door of Pinne-

berg district delegate, Gustav Allersmeier, and 

handed him a letter.  Allersmeier, who previously 

had been in America, had visited Rockville a few 

years ago, where he had several friends.  In Pinne-

berg he acted as an interpreter on the occasion of a 

counter-visit.  “My wife quickly cooked a big pot of 

food,” Allersmeier said smiling about the nice 

guests from America.  He took them to Pinneberg 

Town Hall, where they handed over a letter from 

Rockville's mayor [possibly Frank Ecker or Achil-

les Tuchtan] to mayor [Hans-Hermann] Kath.  

They found a cordial reception in the Geschwister-

Scholl-Heim on Mühlenstraβe.  In the meantime

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Funkhouser and the brothers Streeter visited the 

town hall, the County Hospital - one is a medical 

student in the first semester - and the Tree School 

Strobel & Co., as well as a city stroll through 

Pinneberg.  The docent of the Scholl Heim, Herr 

Hartmann, drove with them to the ship embank-

ment facility in Schulau to show them this unique 

facility. 
 

The young men had $600 to spend on their eight-

day trip through Europe.  On 21 June they arrived 

by plane in London, rented three bikes for three dol-

lars a week, and had to leave five English pounds as 

a deposit.  From London it was by boat to Rotter-

dam, from there partly by bike, partly by train, to 

Zurich, Liechtenstein and through parts of Switzer-

land to Austria.  On their rented bicycles, they trav-

eled about 1000 kilometers.  They still recall muscle 

soreness in the legs and four busted bicycle tubes.  

On their trips they stayed overnight in youth hos-

tels.  This morning they traveled from Pinneberg to 

Copenhagen.  The trip through Denmark is sup-

posed to last until July 22nd; from Esbjerg they will 

take a ship to Newcastle.  A week across Scotland 

will conclude the European Trip.  Then it’s from 

London on a plane back to Maryland.  The enter-

prising Americans are enthusiastic about Germans 

because, according to their experiences so far, they 

are “so friendly”.  Also they found the many cycling 

routes in Germany beautiful.  Only the somewhat 

meager breakfast in youth hostels and hotels does 

not correspond to American habits.  So they “pig 

out” on pastries every morning, and they’re satis-

fied.

SEP 2017 - FREDERICK OKTOBERFEST 

Oktoberfest crowd embraces German culture 

by Allen Etzler  aetzler@newspost.com 
 

Sep 30, 2017 – For [RSCC Member] George Al-

brecht, the German culture is something he’s lived. 
 

Albrecht served two tours in the Army in Germany, 

and grew up fascinated with the culture.  He took 

language classes in high school, and then took sev-

eral more in college at West Point and overseas. 

 

“I’ve just always been really interested in it,” Al-

brecht said.  “My grandfather on my paternal side 

was German – [baptized] in the Ulm Cathedral”, 

Albrecht would later learn…. 
 

“I’ve never seen so many people wearing authentic 

German garb at this event,” [Oktoberfest Chair-

woman] Amy Benton said. “I think it’s amazing, 

and I love some of the outfits that we’ve seen peo-

ple wearing.  I had a pair of Lederhosen of my own, 

but it was a little chilly for me to wear them.” 
 

Albrecht steadfastly takes advantage of opportuni-

ties to celebrate German culture.  And he did so 

Saturday, joining several thousand people for the 

second day of Frederick’s Oktoberfest at the Freder-

ick Fairgrounds. 
 

Albrecht lives in Rockville, which, like Frederick, is 

one of three cities in Maryland with a sister city in 

Germany.  Hagerstown is the other.  So he came up 

for the festival to see how Frederick’s is run, as 

Rockville prepares for “Rocktobierfest” - its own 

version of the Oktoberfest festival - next weekend. 
 

Albrecht participated in the German spelling bee, 

where competitors had to spell German words such 

as “Bohrmaschine” and “Erfahrung.”  Albrecht 

breezed through the competition and ended up tak-

ing first prize, which was a $150 gift card from the 

Downtown Frederick Partnership. 
 

“Once you know how the word is said, it’s pretty 

easy to spell, because German spelling constructs 

are all pretty similar,” Albrecht said.  “It’s a pretty 

structured language.”
